4. Hard Hats BSI standard 4472/6473 or PAS 015 must be 
worn by all riders in and out of rings.

5. Classes will be divided if sufficient entries.

6. All competitors and grooms must be suitably dressed and 
hard hats are recommended for youngstock classes.

7. Any abuse or bad behaviour by competitors towards Judges 
or  Officials,  the  person  or  persons  involved  will  be 
disqualified from the show and asked to leave immediately.
